Paigaldamaks mosaiikplaate Gigesti, palume lugeda alljargnevevaid juhiseid. Allpool toodud néuanded tagavad
mosaiikplaatide algse valimuse paljudeks aastateks.

Mosaiikplaadi I6ikamine

1. Mosaiikplaadid on dldiselt valmistatud klaasist ning neid kasutatakse hoone siseseinte katmiseks.

2. Mosaiikplaat moodustub vdikestest tiikkidest, mis on paigaldatud vérgule ning mida on lihtne IGigata.
Vore véimaldab I6igata mosaiigi vajalikku suurusesse nii, et ei ole vaja 16igata klaasi (mosaiikplaate).
Mosaiigi klaastiikkide 16ikamine n6uab professionaalseid t&oriistu.

4. Enne mosaiigi paigaldamist, eemaldage toote pinnalt kleebis margistus.
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Aluspbhja ettevalmistamine ja paigaldus

1. Klaasmosaiik tuleks paigaldada segule, mis vastaks aluspinna materjalile, olgu selleks siis betoon,
kipsplaat, krohvitud sein, vineer vms.

2. Enne mosaiigi paigaldust veenduge alusp6hja sobilikkuses — aluspind peab olema puhas, ihtlane ja
stabiilne. Kéik muhud ja ebaiihtlused tuleb siluda.

3. Enne plaatide paigaldamist tutvuge mosaiikplaatide tootja ettekirjutustega ning jargige juhiseid.
Asjatundmatu paigaldamise korral voib mosaiik saada kahjustatud.

4. Pdrast mosaiikplaatide pagaldamist/limimist, eemaldage liim/segu koheselt mosaiikplaadi pinnalt ning
katelt ja tooriistadelt. Liimi vOi segu ei tohi jatta mosaiikplaadile liiga kauaks, see v8ib kahjustada selle
pinda.

Veel olulisi tdhelepanekuid

. Vuukimist ei tohi alustada enne kui plaatimissegu on tdielikult kuivanud/kivistunud.
. Mosaiikplaatide paigaldamiseks kasutage ainult peeneteralist segu, mis on mdeldud (klaasist) mosaiigile.
. Jélgige segu pakil olevaid parameetreid ja juhiseid.
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. Parast vuukimist puhastage mosiigi pind puhta kdsna ja veega.

Puhastamine ja hooldus

1. Kasutage (klaas)mosaiik pindade puhastamiseks klaaspindadele méeldud vahendit (ilma abrasiivsete
omadusteta).

2. Arge laske puhastusvahendil mosaiigi pinnale kuivada.

3. Klaasist mosaiiki v6ib puhastada ainult pehme mitte kriimustava materjaliga.

ETTEVAATUST : Varvitud (klaas)mosaiiki ei soovitata kasutada keskkonnas, kus see on pidevas kontaktis

veega.

Erinevused suurustes ja toonides

Mosaiik on toodetud looduslikest materjaidest, mistGttu voivad kivi paksused ja suurused varieeruda (lubatud
hdlve kataloogi esitatud mdotmetele on + 2 %). Eespool nimetatud tingimused ei ole aluseks kaebustele.
Erinevuste valtimiseks soovitame samasse ruumi planeeritud mosaiigi alati tellida samast partiist. Enne mosaiigi
paigaldamist veenduge et soetatud mosaiik on nduetekohase kvaliteedi, suuruse ja tooniga. Mitte nGuetekohase
mosaiigi paigaldamine ei ole aluseks kaebustele.



GARANTII

Garantii antakse 5 aastaks kliendile alates muiligi kuupdevast.

Garantii ei hélma: kahju, mis on mosaiigile tekkinud ebakorrektsest paigaldusest (ka vale paigaldussegu
kasutamisest tingitud kahju); loomulik kulumine; mehaaniliselt tekitatud kahjustused (kriimustused, kraapsud);
vedeliku kahjustused (vale puhatus vahend); varatsioonid toonides.

Mosaiikplaadi naturaalsed omadused aitavad luua originaalseid toone ja stiili. Plaadid véivad erineda
nadisplaatidest. Paigaldust66d tuleks usaldada spetsialistidele. Valesti paigutatud plaadid ei kuulu garantii alla .
Enne plaatide seina panekut veenduge, et tellitud kaup on soovitud kvaliteedi, suuruse ja varvitooniga. Eespool
nimetatud tingimuste eiramine, ei anna alust kaebustele.

KAEBUSE ESITAMINE

1.

Kaebus tuleb esitada kirjalikult kauba miidjale mitte hiljem kui 30 pdeva jooksul (alates migi
kuupdevast. Kaebus peaks tapsustama varve, defektsete plaatide arvu voi kirjeldust ning kaebuse tapset
p6hjendust.

Kaebusele tuleb lisada mosaiigi ostu kinnituse koopia (kviitungi voi arve).

EttevGte jatab endale Siguse kontrollida kaebuse aluseks olevat mosaiiki, et tapsustada, kas kaebus on
Gigustatud.

Kui kaebus leitakse olevat pohjendatud, on kliendil 6igus vahetada defektiga toode korraliku toote
vastu voi saada defektsele tootele allahindlust. Kui asenduse korral ei ole v6imalik pakkuda samade
parameetritega mosaiiki mis asendaks defektset toodet voi defekte ei ole voimalik eemaldada, siis
kahjustatud osa hiivitatakse kliendile.

Klientide kaebusi kasitletakse 14 t66pdeva jooksul.

Instructions for arranging and maintenance of glass mosaic

Please read the following instructions which can help in the proper arrangement of mosaic. Observing the below
guidelines will ensure many years of satisfaction from use.

CUTTING the mosaic

—_

Mosaics are made of glass with the purpose of covering inside walls of buildings.

Mosaics are mounted on a mesh which is easy to cut. It is best to choose the mosaic size (or
draw aside(/together) rows of blocks in such a way that there was no need to cut glass.

Cutting the blocks of glass mosaic requires professional tools for ;uttlngdglass. )

Befc:cre starting the assembly of the mosaic, remove the sticker with product marking from the
surface.

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PREPARING THE BASE AND GLUING

1. The glass mosaic should be glued on white, flexible mortars designed for arranging the glass
mosaic.

2. Before %uing the plasters, prepare the base properly, so that it was clean, even and stable. All bumps
should be smoothed. o ] . . )

3. When arranging the mosaic wﬂhﬁ!u'e, strictly observe the instructions given by the
manufacturer of the product. With improper use of glue gluing mortars, the mosaic
can be damaged.

4. After %luirg]g a plaster, immediately remove the glue from the surface of the mosaic, as well as from
your hands and tools. The remains of glue cannot be left on the mosaic.

POINTING

1. Grouting must not be started until the adhesive mortar fully sets.

2. Use only fme-g[;am grouts designed for glass mosaics . . )

3. The grout can be applied evenly with the surface of a tile, or it can be partially taken out.

4. Pomk usin sfoft rutbber grout” float. Observe the instructions and parameéters provided on the
ackaging of grout.

5. Al?cter a}g)pllcatign, cleanse with a clean sponge and water.

MAINTENANCE

1. Use agents for glass surfaces without abrasive properties.

2. Cleaning the surface: glass mosaic should onl% be cleaned with a small not scratching material.
Cleaning agents cannot dry on the surface of the mosaic.

CAUTION: Glass mosaics painted and backed from the bottom should not be used in places constantly
exposed to water.

Differences in shades and sizes of blocks

Glass mosaic is produced from the natural material, that is why the thickness and size of stone may be varied
(tolerance of the dimensions given in the catalogue amounts to * 2 %). The above mentioned conditions do not
constitute basis for complaints. So, make sure that the mosaic planned for one room was always ordered from
the same batch. Before arranging the mosaic, make sure that the purchased batch of mosaic has the proper
quality, size and shade. Failure to observe the above mentioned conditions does not constitute basis for
complaints.

GUARANTEE

The guarantee is given for the period of 5 years counting from the day of selling the goods to a customer.
The guarantee does not include: mosaics with damage resultant during improper assembly (e.g. due to the use



of improper gluing materials); natural wear and tear; mechanical damage during use (scratches, scrapes);
pouring with liquids; varied colours.

Natural characteristics of the glass mosaic create an original hue and style, the slab might differ from the colour
fan-deck. Assembly works should be entrusted to professionals. Improperly arranged slabs are not subject to
guarantee.

Before arranging the mosaic, make sure that the purchased goods have the proper quality, size and shade.
Improperly arranged slabs are not subject to guarantee.

Failure to observe the above mentioned conditions does not constitute basis for complaints.

RULES OF FILING COMPLAINTS

1. A complaint is to be filed in writing to the address of the seller within not longer than 30 days from the
date of detecting a defect. The letter should contain the colours, number of defective slabs or the
defective surface, and the justification of the complaint.

2. A xero-copy of the confirmation of purchase of the mosaic (receipt or invoice) should be attached to the
complaint.

3. The company reserves the right to verify the mosaic in order to specify whether the complaint is
legitimate.

4. If the complaint will be found to be legitimate, the customer will have the right to exchange the
defective product to the product that is free from defects in the damaged part, to have the price of the
product decreased, or to have the product repaired by removing the defect. In case it will be impossible
to supply the mosaic with identical parameters as the one used by the customer, or it will be impossible
to remove the defect, the amount for the damaged part will be reimbursed to the customer.

5. Customers' complaints will be considered within 14 days.

The guarantee on sold goods does not exclude, limit or suspend the rights of a purchaser resulting from goods
being incompatible with a contract.
